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Preface

Practice Makes Perfect: Basic Hindi is the ideal resource for starting your study of
the Hindi language. This book is well suited for anyone interested in beginning
to learn Hindi. Whether you are in high school, college, or graduate school or
simply want to explore Hindi, this book is the perfect place to start. It can be used
either as a primary practice text to accompany a Hindi course or as a supplement
to bridge the gap between other Hindi resources.

With eight parts, twenty-five chapters, and more than sixty individual
sections, this is a user-friendly workbook that has a variety of features—script
practice, accessible grammar, sufficient explanations, practice exercises, cate-
gorical vocabulary sets, and cultural information—all in one place. The content
is presented in an easy-to-follow sequence that develops from elementary infor-
mation to complex grammar over the course of eight chapters.

In the first part, a step-by-step approach and specially tailored practice
spaces are provided for an easy grasp of the Hindi script. In the second part,
user-friendly explanations demystify the complexities of diacritic marks and
conjunct characters and enable you to begin reading, writing, and understand-
ing Hindi words. In the next six parts, functional and organized vocabulary sets
and tables build a practical vocabulary for day-to-day use. Interwoven with the
vocabulary are basic Hindi grammatical tenses and concepts that are explained
in an easy-to-understand manner and applied in a variety of exercises.

At various points throughout the text, the Hindi language learning experience
is also enhanced by useful cultural notes and insights. Also, for leisure reading, an
optional reading and writing practice is given at the end of each part, along with a
glossary of new words and relevant cultural information. You can read these at your
own pace. Answers to all exercises can be found in the answer key at the back of
the book.

The name of the Hindi script is Devnagari (Gaell9Y) and, like the English script,
it is written from left to right. Unlike the English language, however, Hindi has
no capital letters. Moreover, all Hindi letters hang from a straight horizontal line
or bar (see below). A letter is not considered complete without this horizontal line
attached to it. Hindi is also a phonetic language. None of the Hindi vowels and
consonants is silent; each of them is pronounced as it is spelled.

In the Hindi alphabet system, traditionally there are thirteen distinct vowel
sounds, although some of them such as &, 31, and 31: are omitted in other texts.
These are important to know and have been included in this text for complete
coverage. Conventionally, there are thirty-eight consonants in Hindi. However,
six more sounds occurring in Hindi have been adapted from Sanskrit and Perso-
Arabic. As these are useful for new language learners to be able to identify, these
have also been shown below.

The shape of each letter, and how to write it correctly by hand, is best learned in a step-by-step
approach, as presented below. The practice space has been tailored especially for beginner Hindi
writers. You can begin by tracing each letter and then proceed to write the letter independently
in the space provided. Repeat this process until you develop fluency.

Note that several of the Hindi vowels vary only slightly from each other in their shapes.
For example, six out of the thirteen vowels consist of additions made to the first vowel 31 (a).
It is important to recognize the differences between them. In some cases, variation also exists
between the handwritten and print forms. For example, the dots and hooks on the top and side
of letters look fairly similar in the handwritten and print versions; however, some marks on top,
such as on ¥, 311, and 31t tend to have an open loop (like a balloon) in the handwritten version.
Stark differences in print and handwritten are mentioned where applicable.

At this early stage, the time and practice dedicated to carefully forming the shape of each
letter and associating it with its unique sound will pay off in the long run. This knowledge pro-
vides a solid foundation for better Hindi reading and writing ability.

Many words in Hindi begin and end with a vowel, although it is rarer to find them in succes-
sion of each other. For this reason, before you start reading Hindi, you will have to know the
consonants.

The chart below includes the traditional thirty-eight consonant sounds and the
six additional consonants that occur in modern Hindi language.

As a memory aide, the consonant sounds are presented in vertical and
horizontal groups, according to how they are produced. Vertically, the consonant
sounds alternate between unaspirated and aspirated versions and end with a
nasal form. For instance, in the first row in the chart below, the first consonant
& (ka) is unaspirated, which means that it is pronounced without a puff of air
accompanying it. The second consonant ¥ (kha) is aspirated, which means that
it is pronounced with a puft of air. The third consonant 9T (ga) is again unaspi-
rated, followed by the fourth aspirated one ® (gha). This pattern is applicable to
the first five rows. Two of the nasals in the chart appear in braces, as they are
extremely rare in use.

Horizontally, the vowels are grouped according to the part(s) of the human speech organs
from which these sounds are generated—the throat, palate, tongue, teeth, and lips.

Velar consonants in the first row are produced at the back of the tongue, in the throat. In
the second row, palatal consonants are generated using the front of the tongue and the palate.
Retroflex consonants in the third row are created by folding the tongue to touch the palate and
then flipping it forward. Dental consonants in the fourth row are produced by the tongue touching
the teeth from the inside. In the fifth row, labial consonants are generated using the lips. Semi-
vowels in the sixth row are vowel-like consonants. In the seventh row, sibilants are created using
a hissing sound that releases air from the mouth. Finally, in the eighth row, the single aspirate or
glottal is produced with a puff of air.

Row A contains retroflex versions of some consonants that have been presented previously
in row 3, but occur in a form that is dotted at the bottom. The dot adds a rolling “r” to the existing
sound. In row B, five dotted versions of the previously presented consonants are shown. These
have been adapted from Perso-Arabic and create slightly different sounds. Row C has combination
characters that have two sounds within one letter. These have been adapted from Sanskrit.

A more detailed pronunciation guide follows.

The IAST phonetic symbols are given below for each consonant. Sounds and pronunciation exam-
ples in English are also provided to further distinguish between certain sounds that seem similar
when romanized, but are in fact different in Hindi. For example, the vowel F and the consonant 3
are both symbolized as “r.” In Hindi pronunciation, however, the vowel & is pronounced “re”
(as in react) and $ is closer to “rda” (as in hardy). You may also notice that the sounds in English
that have been provided contain an extra “a” at the end of the consonant (ka, kha, ga, etc.). This
is because the vowel 37 (a) is considered a part of each consonant. This information is important
to remember when reading the transliteration and in forming and making a distinction between

certain Hindi words later.

In Part I, you began to see how Hindi words are formed using vowels and con-
sonants. Another way Hindi words are constructed is by combining a consonant
with a particular diacritic mark or symbol (FTaXRIE: svarcinh) associated with
a vowel. This means that each of the thirteen vowels shown in Part I has a unique
symbol that represents that vowel sound when it is joined with a consonant.

About 31: From Part I, you may remember that the sounds in English (not the
phonetic symbols) provided for each of the consonants contained an extra a,
such as in ka, kha, ga. This is because the first vowel 31 is already part and parcel
of each consonant. This means that the first vowel 31 is not added as a diacritic
mark because it is already there!

The diacritic mark (HATAT: matra) or accent representing other vowels are
shown below. The empty dotted circle indicates the location of the consonant.
An important point to note about the pronunciation is that the vowel sound
always follows the consonant, even if the diacritic mark appears to the left of the
consonant.

While a diacritic mark is used to combine a vowel with a consonant in Hindi, a
conjunct character is used to join a consonant with another consonant. Essentially,
a conjunct letter is one half of a consonant. In sounding out Hindi words, the pres-
ence of a conjunct is often detectable. It usually contains a shorter sound of the
consonant being halved, although, to avoid wrong guesses, it is always best to know
the spelling of the word.

With conjunct letters, the goal is to know which half of the letter is kept in
the script and which half is discarded. It would be too cumbersome for learners
to memorize yet another half shape of each letter in the alphabet. So, to make this
concept easier to grasp, the conjuncts have been grouped in three basic categories,
depending on their basic shape.

Category I consonants are highlighted in the chart below. For a quicker
understanding, some of the Hindi and Perso-Arabic consonants with the same
basic shape that differ by a dot (for example, < & @) have been clustered together.
The consonants whose conjuncts do not occur very often appear in gray.

Even as we add other verbs,
sentences will still end with the conjugation of the verb to be. So, if you wanted to say she writes
in Hindi, you will use both the conjugation for the verb fo write and for the verb to be with the
subject she.

For the present indefinite tense (example: I go, she sleeps), additional aspects are added—
that of gender and number. As you might remember from the different forms of male and female
statements provided in the prior chapters, Hindi is a gendered language. In the verbs, there is one
conjugation for a male subject and another for a female subject. But these are straightforward
to construct—take the verb stem of the infinitive verb and add a -dT, -dl, or - ending for male
singular, female singular, or male plural forms, respectively.

In Hindi, the possessive form is dependent on the gender and number of what is being
owned or possessed; it is not determined by the gender and number of the owner(s).

For instance, with #T (m.), AT (m.), FT (m. s.) is used regardless of whether the speaker
is masculine or feminine; the masculine singular form of “my” is being used because =TH is
masculine singular. As Hindi is a gendered language, each noun (person, place, or thing) has a
gender and it is important to know how to make correct Hindi sentences.

As this extensive network of kinship terms indicate, relationships and their maintainence
play an integral role in Indian society. In addition, it is common practice for young people
in India to refer to all types of actual uncles and aunts and older people unrelated to
them generically as 3/ehel ST and 3TET 3. It is also a custom to address male strangers as
$HIT and female strangers as dgel ST, The word TIM, I, or T is used to refer to blood
relatives and Hidell, Hidall, or Hldel is used to refer to half/step relatives. Also, depending

on the context, the term HTell can be used as a derogatory word.

Although
there are several exceptions to this general rule, as a memory aide, it is still helpful to
remember that nouns that end with a consonant or the diacritic mark for 31T tend to
be masculine and nouns that end with é or its diacritic mark tend to be feminine.
This general rule will also apply when changing a singular noun to a plural noun.

as 341%' ufd, or d13 also stay the same in the plural form.

Feminine singular nouns that end with a consonant, such as fehdTel, T8, or
0, are pluralized by adding the diacritic mark for ¥ and a nasal dot. For
example, ﬁﬁlﬁf’becomes TohdTd (books), I&T turns into T@el (sisters), and
Td becomes T (nights).

Feminine singular nouns that end with vowel 31T, such as #HTdT, are changed
into a plural form by adding the diacritic mark for ¥ and the additional
nasal Candra bindu. For example, ATAT becomes HATATT (mothers).

Similarly, feminine singular nouns that end with the long vowel % or &,
such as dg, JE, or ITHAAT, are changed into plural forms by shortening
the vowel and adding the suffix -T. For example, &g becomes

(dau hter—in;laws), turns into dfeAT (daughters), and IECE]l changes
to (actresses).

Some famous Indian celebrations

Republic Day The Indian Republic and the constitution came into effect on January 26,
1950. Also on this day, Hindi was declared the national language of India. Among numerous
ceremonies, the Indian prime minister pays homage to the Amar Jawan Jyoti (located at the
India Gate in New Delhi), soldiers are awarded for their bravery, and a 21-gun salute is given.
There is a big parade that takes place in New Delhi.

Holi Because of the Hindu lunar calendar, the date for this festival is variable, but it is
generally celebrated in March. On this day, people apply brightly colored paints on each
other’s faces. This is a very popular festival of colors that welcomes the season of spring.

Baisakhi This festival is celebrated on April 13th. This day marks the New Year for Hindus.
Indian farmers celebrate the harvest of their winter crops with singing, dancing, and worship.

Raksha bandhan/Rakhi This occasion is generally celebrated in the month of August. It
is meant to strengthen the relationship between a brother and a sister. Sisters tie a decorative
thread called rakhi on the wrist of their brothers and give them good wishes. In turn, broth-
ers promise to protect their sisters.

Independence Day India gained independence from the British on August 15, 1947. To
mark this date, Indians are addressed by the Indian Prime Minister from the Red Fort in
New Delhi. The national flag is hoisted and the national anthem is sung.

Vijaydashmi/Dushhera According to the Hindu religious epic The Ramayan, the Hindu
Lord Shri Ram achieved victory over the Lanka King Ravan on this day. Because Ravan is
considered as a symbol of sin, effigies of Ravan and his relatives are burned this day as a
symbol of the victory of good over evil. Fairs are held in several places in India and the
Ram Lila (a show based on the epic) is enacted. Based on the lunar calendar, Vijaydashmi/
Dushhera occurs in the month of October.



Karva Chauth On this day, married Indian women keep an all-day fast. The fast begins
before sunrise and ends with the viewing of the moon at night. The Hindu Lord Shiv Ji,
Mother Parvati (his wife), and Ganesh Ji (his son) are worshipped in the evening. On this day,
it is believed that the fast that the women keep will prolong their husbands’ lives and increase
their prosperity. Karva Chauth is also in the month of October.

Deepavali/Diwali  As a follow-up to Vijaydashmi/Dusshera, this day is celebrated as a day
of victory of good over evil. According to the Hindu religious epic The Ramayan, Shri Ram,
his wife Sita, and his brother Laxman returned to their home in Ayodhya after achieving
victory over the Lanka King Ravan. People gave him a hearty welcome by decorating their
homes with lights. For this reason, Indians celebrate this day by decorating their homes,
eating sweets and special dishes, buying new clothes and utensils, worshipping the Hindu
goddess Laxmi and Ganesh ji, and setting off a lot of fireworks. Based on the lunar calendar,
Deepavali/Diwali occurs in October or November.

Similar to other verb conjugations, the imperative form is constructed by first
isolating the verb stem. If the verb stem ends in a consonant, then the diacritic mark
